The Pauline Toner Prize was named after Pauline due to her inspiring time in politics. She
was not only the first woman to be elected to the Victorian Legislative Assembly in our
area but also the first Victorian female Minister.

Cassie Tibbits was nominated due to her commitment to our school value of ‘Social and
Environmental Responsibility’, which she showed through her work in the Do It In A Dress
Campaign and volunteer work at Scouts Victoria.
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Shahla Paynter was the other nominee from our school, and winner of the prize, as a
result of her hard work in including more women in jazz (including starting the female jazz
ensemble). She has been a part of Harmony Team for several years, supporting people in
the LGBTQIA+ community and running the Do It In A Dress Campaign.

Shahla’s amazing work throughout the years won her this Prize, and all of us here at school
could not be prouder of the astonishing work our students do.
